
 

 

                ClearPass Subscription ID or Policy manager license generation  

 

Subscription ID will be generated for the ClearPass Hardware 

(CP-HW-500/CP-HW-5K/CP-HW-25K) or Virtual Appliance (CP-VA-500/CP-VA-5K/CP-VA-25K) 

purchase.  

ClearPass Policy manager is based on the Appliance Capacity or size of the appliance. 
Appliances can support up to 500 unique devices, 5000 unique devices, or 25000 unique 
devices. Multiple appliances can be clustered to add redundancy or capacity for up to a 1 million 
devices. A single license is issued for the full capacity of the appliance.  

The sizing capacity of an appliance is counted by tracking the total number of unique devices 
over a 7-day interval. Devices are counted as MAC addresses. So, each successfully 
authenticating MAC address counts as a device. So for every 7-day period, there should be no 
more authenticating devices than the capacity of the appliance. This 7-day interval allows for 
new devices to connect and old MAC address to be purged to help not run into capacity issues.  

Both the individual appliance capacity, and the cluster wide capacity are measured and alerted 
against.  

The capacity is measured per-appliance, and should not be exceeded on any appliance. If this 
happens, a warning will be logged in the Event Viewer. The publisher aggregates all unique 
device counts for all appliances in the cluster. If the cluster-wide aggregate exceeds the total 
Policy Manager capacity available in the cluster, a warning will be shown in the publisher. If that 
warning has been shown during 4 or more months in a period of the last 6 months, the publisher 
management interface will be locked and only provide the possibility to add more capacity.  

 

Please note that exceeding the capacity on a single appliance will result in an 
unsupported configuration.  

Services to end-users will continue to operate normally, so exceeding licenses or capacity 
should never result in downtime for your end-users. If you exceed the capacity of the appliance, 
poor authentication performance and end-user experience may be the result.  

ClearPass Policy Manager includes integration with systems like Active Directory, Mobile 
Device Managers, Palo Alto firewalls, and all functionality available through the API's and 
ClearPass Exchange. Everything mentioned is included in the base Appliance software 
packaging.  

 

 

How to get soft copy of the purchased licenses:- 



While purchasing a Hardware or a Virtual appliance, a copy of Aruba ClearPass Hardware 
Starter kit or Aruba ClearPass Virtual Appliance license will be added to it and a soft copy of the 
licenses will be sent to the point of contact of the customer.  

Please note that the soft copy will only be emailed to the email address as mentioned in the 
Ship To column in the Invoice. Soft copy of licenses can only be procured by contacting the 
Aruba support if you are not using the original email id while the purchasing the licenses.

 Enter the Certificate ID and Email address under which the account needs to be created 
and click on Next.

 Once registered, activation email will be sent to the registered email address. To activate 
the account, a user should click on the activation link and then login to the LMS. 

 After logging in to the account, click on Activate Certificate -> Choose Product type as 
ClearPass -> Activate option radio button to be checked in respect to the given options. 

1. Activate with new Subscription ID:- If this is the first ClearPass Hardware or Virtual 
Appliance, then we need to choose this option or if required policy manger license to 
be generated on the new subscription ID.    

2. Activate with existing Subscription ID:-  If the user already has a ClearPass license 
and we need to add the license in the existing subscription ID, need to be activated 
on this option. 

3. Import Subscription ID :- If the license and subscription ID were generated before 
ClearPass was integrated to LMS and if a user needs to activate the certificate ID 
under existing subscription ID, then the subscription ID need to be imported. 

 



 

 

 Activate with New Subscription ID:- Select the option-> Enter the Certificate ID -> Enter 
the Customer Account name -> Enter Customer email address.  

 

 

 Activate with existing Subscription ID:- Click on this option to display the existing 
subscription ID on the customer account ->Select the Subscription ID under which it 
needs to be activated. 



 

 

 Once the subscription ID has been selected-> Enter the certificate ID -> click on next.  

 

 



 Once it has been activated, a confirmation email will be sent to the user email address 
and also the license will show up on the LMS screen. 

 

How to import the Subscription ID:-  

We need to collect the existing subscription ID and the Sales order# under which the licenses 
were purchased. If you are unable to find the Sales order# with the help of Subscription ID, TAC 
can help us with the Sales order#.  

 Select the option -> Enter the Sales order# -> Subscription ID -> Click on Next -> On the 
next page click on Import.
